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It’s important to note that some of the app features will involve interaction with Security Services, some will be optional while others will have no 
interaction will Security Services.  As an example, the Mobile BlueLight will only contact Security Services when the person is within the campus 
Safe Walk boundaries.  If the person is outside of the Safe Walk boundaries, the Mobile BlueLight notification will go to 911. 

The app is user friendly and Security Services encourages students, staff and faculty to download the app and make use of its many features 
and resources.
