Soiled/dirty, torn or damaged items.

Used undergarments or socks.

Linens, blankets, or bedding.

Non-winter clothing (regular pants, tops, dresses, skirts
or shorts).

Step 2 Wash

Items must be freshly washed.
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Step 3 Sort

Please sort your items into separate clear plastic
bags or ziplock bags and label on outside of bag
with a permanent marker, the type of clothing and
size (Example: Jacket, size medium; or Hat, one
size, or Boots, Womens US 7).

Step 4 Drop off

campus partners collecting on our behalf, starting
October 10th.
