VI. College Chapel

The St. Andrew’s College Chapel serves a
very important function in the training of future
clergy of our Church. Services are held in the
Chapel every day during the academic term
which gives each student an opportunity to
practice and grow stronger liturgically.

The liturgical life in the Chapel not only gives
technical training but provides a spiritual
formation and the opportunity to foster self-
discipline in preparing for the life and obligations
of a priest. The participation of a student in
Chapel life is a good indication of whether he
will be a good candidate for ordination or not.
The Chapel is always open. Also, non-theology
students have on opportunity to pray everyday in
the Chapel. In this way, Chapel life contributes to
the spiritual growth of young people who will be
the future members of our Church.

The priest assigned to the Chapel, as Chaplain
of all Orthodox students of the University of
Manitoba, does not simply give practical
liturgical teaching but also provides an
opportunity for spiritual discussions (counselling
and/or confession) to the Theology students and
to University students in general. Because the
work of the College Chaplain places great
demands on the time of a Chaplain (he must be
available day or night), I believe it is important
that the Chaplain live in the College with the
students. I thank the Board of Directors of St.
Andrew’s College for the opportunity to do so.

VII. Student Activities

In addition to their academic studies and
participation in liturgical services, the theology
students are invited to participate in special
Pontifical Liturgical Services and assist in the
Winnipeg Mission District parish services.
Occasionally, students work in parishes or at the
Consistory.

During the summer months students have the
opportunity to work in the parishes or in the
Institutes. I would especially like to thank the
priests and parish executives who have made it
possible for students to work in our communities
and thus gain some practical parish experience
which helps them prepare for ordination.

B. Develop an action plan for encouraging women to pursue a theological education
for the good of the Church in light of their unique feminine spiritual gifts and life
experiences in nurturing family and community relationship.

* Encouragement given during all public appeals for students.

Plans:

* More emphasis during pastoral theology courses on the gifts that each student, male or
female, may contribute to the pastoral mission of the church

* New course ET.336 to be introduced to all students that will deal specifically with
women in theology

* New Faculty of Theology pamphlet will have a section of specific encouragement to
women.



C Re-examine the Theology programs with a view to increasing pastoral studies

» All students informed and encouraged to take Centre for Ukrainian Canadian Studies
courses
+ Ukrainian language studies are compulsory for all students who are not born in Ukraine.

Plans:

* To continue the above

* To encourage new, Canadian born, students to do a B.A. at the U. of M. which would
make it possible to take many more of great courses offered by Centre for Ukrainian
Canadian Studies.

E. Re-examine the Theology programs so as to include courses dealing with gender
issues to be taken by both women and men students.

Accomplished:

» Increase awareness and emphasis by professors in applicable courses.

Plans:

* New program for September, 2005 will include the compulsory course ET.336 which
deals specifically with these issues.



F. Introduce a lay pastoral ministry program which would permit both women and
men to effectively meet the needs of our people, and which would offer courses
specifically addressing such matters, as but not necessarily limited to, women’s
health and spiritual issues. Introduce a pastoral program in youth ministry.

*  Youth ministry and women’s issues are shown more emphasis in courses as they are
taught in the current setting

* All theology students, younger and older, are encouraged to interact with other students
through St. Andrew’s College Cultural Program and U of M activities

» Existing Certificate of Theology program can be adapted by each student to meet their
specific course interests.

Plans:

* Bring more of these concerns into the existing courses.

G. Re-examine the Theology programs to make English-language courses (at the
University of Manitoba or at another institution) compulsory for all students whose
working language is not English.
