92 glorious years have passed since the
beginnings of the Ukrainian Greek Orthodox
Church of Canada and it has been 91 years since
the first Theological Seminary opened in
Saskatoon, Saskatchewan. It is 50 years since
the 12™ Sobor of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church
approved a resolution to relocate St. Andrew’s
College to the Fort Garry campus of the University
of Manitoba. In 1972 St. Andrew's College offered
University accredited courses. 1975 was the first
time the honorary degree of Doctor of Canon Law
was awarded to a layperson. In 1977 the
University of Manitoba approved that St. Andrew's
College be given “Special Affiliation Status within
the University with emphasis on Ukrainian cultural
heritage.” In the year 1979 the University of
Manitoba Senate approved that the Centre for
Ukrainian Canadian Studies be established at St.
Andrew's College as a basis of “Special Affiliated
Status” for St. Andrew's College within the
University of Manitoba and the agreement was
officially signed in 1981.

The pioneers of the early 1900s had great wisdom
and foresight into the future to have established
such a good foundation for our futures. St.
Andrew's College produced many members of the
clergy and leaders for the Ukrainian Canadian
Orthodox community, as well as for others. What
we need to do now is to maintain what was
established for us and add new innovations as the
needs arise.

In the past 5 years the College, with the
Consistory of our Ukrainian Orthodox Church of

Canada, established a collaborative ad-hoc
committee to identify means of improving
communications and saving resources and

finances. This committee is on-going with positive
results.

It is important, and we are very pleased, that St.
Andrew's College has such a high profile at the
University of Manitoba with Fr. Roman Bozyk
actively participating in University life as a full
Member of the University of Manitoba Senate,

3BIT BIBJIIOTEKAPA - LIBRARIAN’S REPORT

The function of St. Andrew’s College Library is important. It is the main source of knowledge not only for
students of Theology but also those interested in Orthodox and Eastern Christianity as well as Ukrainian
studies. The library is utilized by the College students as well as members of the Ukrainian community.
In addition, scholars from Ukraine and USA have found important research data in our library and
archives.

The library maintains a steady level of business. Staff in the library include Dobr. Halyna Teterenko and
Sandra Swidinsky, both part-time workers. Dobr. Halyna’s duties include: cataloguing of resources,
researching titles on the University libraries online catalogues, determining the outcome of the
duplicates (with the help of Very Rev. Roman Bozyk), responding to correspondence, ordering
resources and assisting professors and students to access information. Sandra assists Dobr. Halyna by
typing library cards, filing cards, returning books to stacks, attaching labels and pockets to books and
also providing support to students and professors in the library.

This year we have a student, Zoryan Davydov, working in the library for the summer. This year we have
received approximately 2,000 books from Dauphin parish, Michael Zaleschuk and Dmytro Kereliuk. First
we record all the books received and then the books have to be checked in the card catalogue to
determine if we already have these books and if we need them. This is time consuming work and Zoryan
has started working on this. Some of the books received are rare books. We are very grateful for the
donation of books to St. Andrew’s College library which have increased the number of useful resources
in the library.

Residence and Student Life

St. Andrew’s College is a Member College of the
University of Manitoba and also houses a
residence for Ukrainian Orthodox and other
students on the campus of the University of
Manitoba. The residence and student life issues
are the purview of our Residence Supervisor, Dobr.
Genia Bozyk.

Residence statistics for the past five years can be
seen on the accompanying chart.

The intimate, friendly, quiet Residence has large
single, small single and double rooms available for
38 residents — men and women. The Residence
rooms are furnished with the basic necessities for a
comfortable study life, and the numerous College
facilities available to the students make for a
homey atmosphere catering to a wide variety of
needs.

Both the Resident Student Council and the
Theology Student Association, together with the
College administration, promote and sponsor
numerous sports, social, educational, religious and
cultural activities (i.e. Ukrainian dance, choir,
instrumental music, guest speakers, traditional
cultural workshops such as pysanky, excursions,
outreach on campus and to our youth in our
Parishes,...).

The very successful St. Andrew’s College Cultural
Program, includes Ukrainian dance mixed choir,
male chorus, and orchestra. In February, students
and members of the Administration travel on
concert tours performing in various communities.

The annual Student Exchange is held in February
with participants from St. Andrew’s College
(Winnipeg), St. Petro Mohyla Institute (Saskatoon),
St. John’s Institute (Edmonton), and St. Viadimir's
Institute (Toronto). During the three day exchange,
the participants have the opportunity to have an
open exchange of ideas, share experiences, and
become acquainted in an academic, cultural and
social atmosphere.

During the summers, the College holds a Ukrainian
summer program, “Mini-College” for children
between the ages 6 and 12. Between 50 and 70
children have enrolled each year in the exciting two
-week programs under the direction of the “Mini-
College” coordinator and instructors.

During the summer months, many different
groups, organizations, and institutions book
conferences, lodging, and food services at the
College.

St. Andrew’s College is a centre for our Ukrainian
and Orthodox students at the University of
Manitoba, where they feel comfortable and at
home. We provide a place where they can meet
other students, participate in our various
programs, find counseling with our Chaplain day
or night, and participate in our regular Chapel
Liturgical cycle of services. St. Andrew’s College
is truly the “home base” for our students on
campus. We have developed our identity on
campus and are known as the Ukrainian Orthodox
centre at the University of Manitoba.

Throughout the 5 year reporting period, various
major repairs and improvements were made
including the following:

The Courtyard Restoration Project was
completed and included removal of old cement
walkways which were replaced with interlocking
stone. The project was made possible thanks to
a generous donation from Mr. James Temerty
and thanks to generous donations from the
Franko family (in memory of Natalia Statychuk):
Stefan Franko, Dr. Roma Franko, Roman &
Alina Franko and lvan & Karen Franko.

The condensate line for our heating system,
from the College steam pit to the U of M main
trunk, was excavated and repaired.

Alterations were made to the sanitary system
with the installation of two new sewer accesses
which allow for more efficient regular sewer
maintenance.

Thanks to a generous grant from the Sir Thomas
Cropo Foundation, all the curtains were replaced
in the 38 residence rooms, the offices on the 2™
floor and the 3 classrooms.

Upgrades were made to the fire suppression
system in the main kitchen so as to meet new
fire code requirements.

A walk-in cooler was purchased and installed in
the main kitchen.

New computers and a printer were purchased
for the main office, thanks to donations from the
Yorkton and Canora Chapters of the Order of St.
Andrew.

The heating system circulation pump and two
domestic hot water tank circulation pumps were
replaced.

The black mold was pressure washed off the
outside walls of the College, thanks to the work
of Board Member Joe Achtemichuk.

New energy efficient lighting fixtures were
installed at the exterior walkway and entrance
doorways, thanks to a donation from the Long
Branch Chapter of the Order of St. Andrew.

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College Chapel

The St. Andrew’s College Chapel serves a very
important function in the training of future clergy
of our Church. Services are held in the Chapel
every day during the academic term which gives
each student an opportunity to practice and grow
stronger liturgically.

The liturgical life in the Chapel not only gives
technical training but provides a spiritual
formation and the opportunity to foster self-
discipline in preparing for the life and obligations
of a priest. The participation of a student in
Chapel life is a good indication of whether he will
be a good candidate for ordination or not. The
Chapel is always open. Also, non-theology
students have on opportunity to pray everyday in
the Chapel. In this way, Chapel life contributes to
the spiritual growth of young people who will be
the future members of our Church.

The priest assigned to the Chapel, as Chaplain of
all Orthodox students of the University of
Manitoba, does not simply give practical liturgical
teaching but also provides an opportunity for
spiritual  discussions  (counselling  and/or
confession) to the Theology students and to
University students in general. Because the work
of the College Chaplain places great demands on
the time of a Chaplain (he must be available day
or night), | believe it is important that the Chaplain
live in the College with the students. | thank the
Board of Directors of St. Andrew’s College for the
opportunity to do so.

Student Activities

In addition to their academic studies and
participation in liturgical services, the theology
students are invited to participate in special
Archpastoral Liturgical Services and assist in the
Winnipeg Deanery parish services. Occasionally,
students work in parishes or at the Consistory.

During the summer months students have the
opportunity to work in the parishes, summer
camps or in the Institutes. | would especially like
to thank the priests and parish executives who
have made it possible for students to work in our
communities and thus gain practical parish
experience which helps them prepare for
ordination.

Consistory - College Co-operation

The College is an integral part of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada and as such has a long
history of synergies and points of co-ordinated work with the Consistory of the UOCC. In addition to
various examples mentioned elsewhere in this report there are three types of synergies which it would
be good to review: a) official, b) practical, and c) future enhancements.

a) Official: The By-Laws of St. Andrew’s College mandate many points of co-operation:

— The Metropolitan of the UOCC is ex-officio the Chancellor of St. Andrew’s College. He signs
and awards all Certificates, Diplomas and Degrees of the Faculty of Theology and as such is
central to all convocations of St. Andrew’s College.

— The Metropolitan and also the Chancellor of the UOCC are voting members of the Academic
Senate which approves all graduates of St. Andrew’s College.

— The Metropolitan and also the Chancellor of the UOCC are voting members of the Theology
Faculty Council which affords them the opportunity to review the progress of the students
semester by semester. They thus get to know the students well, long before the question of
ordination comes up.

— The Metropolitan and also the Chancellor of the UOCC are voting members of the Full Board of
Directors so that they are acquainted with, and can participate in, the direction of all aspects of
the management of St. Andrew’s College.

— As the Metropolitan and also the Chancellor of the UOCC are members of the Senate, the
Faculty Council and the Board of Directors, they receive minutes of all of the meetings for their
files.

— The course program of the Faculty has the approval of the members of the Sobor of Bishops.

— The Principal of the College, the Dean of the Faculty of Theology, the Chaplain and all who
teach in the Faculty must be approved by the Consistory.

— When the Dean is setting up each year’s list of courses for the Theology students he must pick
the teaching staff only from the list of Consistory pre-approved possible professors.
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b) Practical

— Itis the policy of St. Andrew’s College to buy all supplies for the Chapel etc. from the Consistory
Church Goods Supply, paying regular price, to avail ourselves of their quality products but also
as a way of supporting the viability of Consistory enterprise.

— When the Visnyk had budget issues a number of years ago, the Board of St. Andrew’s College
decided to purchase, for regular price, at least one full-page per issue to support the Visnyk and
benefit from that fine newspaper.

— St. Andrew’s College, many years ago, closed its bookstore as a way of supporting the book
sales of the Consistory Church Goods.

— St. Andrew’s College provides its facilities free-of-charge to the Consistory and the Church for
various meetings of the Consistory and such.

— If requested, St. Andrew’s College provides the Consistory or Church with catering and room
rates at minimal cost.

— St. Andrew’s College enabled the Consistory to avail itself of the special discounted hotel rates
the College negotiated with a major hotel near the College.

¢) Future Enhancements:
— St. Andrew’s College welcomes the formation of the Consistory UOCC / SAC Joint Committee
to explore opportunities for further possible synergies.

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Addendum to the Report of St. Andrew’s College
to the Full Consistory Board
November 25, 2006

Discussion Points on the topic of
Appropriate Course of Studies for Priests and Candidates for Ordination

1. The acceptance and placement of foreign trained clergy or clergy candidates is the purview of the
Metropolitan in consultation with the Consistory.

2. St. Andrew’s College has a very good Theology program and is experienced at accepting students
at various levels of the Program.

3. The University of Manitoba has developed an exceptional Intensive English Institute for those
requiring English language courses, and the University of Manitoba Slavics Department offers an
excellent program for those requiring Ukrainian language courses.

4. The Church often needs some time to evaluate a candidate coming to us from outside our Church.

Thus taking the abovementioned points into consideration |, as Dean, would suggest the following

procedures:

e |If a priest or candidate presents himself to our Church without any Theological Education
whatsoever, he should be required to take the full program of studies at St. Andrew’s College,
take English or Ukrainian language courses as required and serve in the Chapel of the College.

e |If a priest or candidate presents himself to our Church with some Theological education, he
should be required to apply to St. Andrew’s College and to take the courses which he may be
lacking, take English or Ukrainian language courses as required and serve in the Chapel of the
College. This would require 1.5 years to 3 years.

e |If a priest or candidate presents himself to our Church with a completed Theological degree
which is considered not sufficient as to length of study or preparation for service in our Church,
he should be required to be at St. Andrew’s College for at least one academic year where he
will take senior courses to upgrade his preparation for the Canadian milieu of our Church, take
English or Ukrainian language courses as required and serve in the Chapel of the College.

e If a priest or candidate presents himself to our Church with what the Metropolitan and
Consistory believe is a completely adequate education, and acceptable language skills and
pastoral experience, then that candidate should nonetheless spend at least one semester (4
months) at St. Andrew’s College where he will take a few senior courses and serve in the
Chapel of the College to give the Metropolitan and others an opportunity to monitor his
appropriateness for our Church.

All priests or candidates for ordination from any category (a, b, ¢, d) will take, if possible, as part of

their program the courses:

“Church History 322", which deals to a great extend with issues regarding the history of the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church in Canada,

— the University Course “Ukrainians in Canada”, administered by the Centre for Ukrainian
Canadian Studies

and will be mentored by the academic staff of the Faculty of Theology so as to adapt to/or become

acquainted with the history, needs and unique blessings of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada.
