SCHOLARSHIP 

 
 
The W. Garfield Weston Foundation has established an endowment fund at The 
University of Manitoba to provide three scholarships to exceptional in-course 
undergraduate students.  One full-tuition undergraduate scholarship valued at 
between $3,675 is to be awarded annually to a student enrolled in each of the 
following programs: 
 

(1) Department of Human Nutritional Sciences (Faculty of Human Ecology) or 
Department of Food Science (Faculty of Agricultural and Food Sciences); 

 
(2) Any Department in the Faculty of Agricultural and Food Sciences, 

excluding Food Science; 
 

(3) Faculty of Arts, Faculty of Music or the School of Art. 
 
Each of these scholarships will be offered to a student who: 
 

(1) has completed at least 30 credit hours of full-time study (at least 100 
percent of a full-course load); 

 
(2) has achieved a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.5; 

 
(3) registers in full-time study for the subsequent year of undergraduate study; 

 
(4) demonstrates exceptional community involvement, excellent 

communication skills (both verbal and written), and has outstanding 
abilities and achievements.
