
Advanced Gross Anatomy Elective 

Introduction

This elective is offered by and located in the Department of Human Anatomy and Cell Science.  Both content and time available for gross anatomy in the current undergraduate curriculum have been greatly reduced. This anatomy elective is intended to provide trainees with the opportunity to revisit in a more detailed way the basic gross and neuroanatomical facts and concepts needed for specialized clinical practice.  During this time students will dissect a fresh cadaver(s) and participate in weekly tutorial sessions according to the schedule and outlines provided below.

Objective
To reinforce and extend the students core knowledge of anatomy in preparation for clinical specialty training.   

Dissection and Dissection Schedule
Students, assigned 3-4 per body, will undertake a complete and thorough dissection of all regions of the cadaver. They will do this according to the sequence and instructions (with only a few exceptions) provided in the 12th edition of Grant’s Dissector. Anatomy teaching staff will be available to oversee the dissection of the various body regions.    

Required Texts:

Students will require a copy of Grant’s Dissector (12th ed.) by EK Sauerland.

Assignments:
In addition to dissecting the cadaver, students will also be required to attend a weekly tutorial session for which they will prepare and present one 30 minute talk on an anatomical topic of surgical relevance. Dates and times for these sessions will be announced to accommodate both the students and anatomy faculty. 

Student Evaluation
Students will be evaluated by the supervising anatomy faculty on the quality and thoroughness of their oral presentations, dissection, and knowledge of the subject matter. It is expected that these completed whole body dissections will be of sufficient quality for use as pre-dissected specimens in our various anatomy courses.    

Time Period Offered: Normally during the Local Elective Period Feb/Mar for 4 weeks.

Number of Placements: Varies from year to year from 10 to 20.  

Currently only open to U of Manitoba undergraduate medical students.
