The Manitoba Medical Service Foundation and the Faculty of Medicine at the University of Manitoba, invite applications from individuals as candidates for the Basic Science Career Development Research Award, to be effective October 1, 2009. The intent of the award is to support the awardee to become a strong candidate for a senior national personnel research award, such as a CIHR Investigator. Individuals who have previously held, or are currently holding, such an award will not be eligible for the MMSF award.


Candidates should have been engaged in independent research for not more than about 7 years, should have an excellent track-record of receiving grants from national granting agencies, such as the CIHR, and should have a satisfactory publication record in peer reviewed journals.  The Award will be limited to individuals currently holding an appointment in the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Manitoba.


The Award is given for a period of 3 years. The Manitoba Medical Service Foundation will contribute $50,000 annually to the salary of the successful candidate. It may not be held concurrently with another personal career award and is not renewable. The candidate should have a PhD or equivalent, and demonstrated potential, or an established national/international reputation, in basic medical sciences research. At least 75% effort must be devoted to research activities.  The appointment will be subject to annual reviews.


A one-year term grant-in-aid to the appointee of up to $20,000 may be made during the first year of appointment. 


Applicants shall use the CIHR Scholarship Application form which consists of a CV Module and a Research Module, plus the names of three referees. Nine copies of the application must be submitted no later than July 1, 2009 to:
