PROSTATE CANCER RESEARCH PROGRAM 2005
Vision

The Manitoba Prostate Centre is the provincial centre for prostate disease. Our aim is to provide coordinated, timely access to a multi-disciplinary team of health care professionals for men with prostate disease, both benign and malignant. The Manitoba Prostate Centre provides evidence-based care to men with prostate disease from assessment and diagnosis and through the treatment phase in addition to education for patients and their families, supportive care, and coordinated access to additional resources as necessary. Clinicians at the Prostate Centre have a commitment to conducting basic, clinical and psychosocial research to improve the care of men with prostate cancer. 
As this is a new program of CancerCare Manitoba, our research goals are modest at present but we intend for our research capacity to grow in the near future.

Strategic Goals

· Initiate an ongoing process to monitor clinical outcomes for patients of the Prostate Centre

· Establish a tumour bank for pathology specimens and a serum bank for storage of specimens for future studies on molecular markers
· Improve availability and access to clinical trials for men with prostate cancer

· Encourage multi-disciplinary research among clinicians of the Prostate Centre

· Increase collaboration with other Canadian Centres through multi-site studies
Specific Strategic Initiatives to Achieve these Goals

· Plans are underway to install a prostate-cancer specific database for the collection of clinical outcomes related to prostate cancer

· Funding has been requested for a part-time data entry clerk to assist with the input of clinical outcomes
· Discussions are underway to secure space to store pathological specimens for future research purposes
· Co-ordination with CIO to ensure that urologists at the Prostate Centre are aware of ongoing clinical trials, eligibility criteria etc to improve access and enrolment. 
· Meet with other individuals and departments to discuss opportunities for collaborative research.
