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Vision:
The Thyroid and Endocrine Cancer Disease Site Group constitutes the primary form for the planning of a development, implementation and evaluation of clinical care programs for endocrine malignancies for CancerCare Manitoba.  This includes an active multidisciplinary group for issues related to education, clinical practice guidelines, and research.

Strategic research goals for the Thyroid Cancer DSG are:

1.   Develop an infrastructure for thyroid cancer research.

2.  Increased collaboration with other individuals and departments locally.

3.   Increased collaboration with other Canadian centres.

4.   Identify suitable clinical trials for participation.

These goals will be addressed through the following specific strategic initiatives:

1.  Funding has been received through a CancerCare Manitoba Foundation grant to construct a provincial thyroid cancer registry based upon the collaborative staging system.

2.  A provincial database of radioiodine treatments for thyroid cancer is being established.  This will complement the existing treatment database that looks at surgery, radiotherapy and chemotherapy.  The registry is now receiving reports for every radioactive iodine treatment performed for thyroid cancer.  A retrospective database of previous therapies is being established.

3.  A Canadian multicentre thyroid cancer consortium is being established with the objective of combining data and collaborating on research projects.  Manitoba will be a participant.

4.  The Thyroid Cancer DSG is developing links with industry and other cancer care groups in Canada which will position us to hear about and participate in clinical trials related to thyroid cancer.
