Terms of Reference

Major Student Research Awards


1.
There shall be six annual field-specific awards, one each in the areas of Cardiovascular Biology, Child Health, Neurobiology, Cellular Biology, Molecular Biology and Population-based Research presented to Ph.D. students who, in the view of an appropriately constituted Major Awards Committee (Section B), have performed the best research in one of these areas.   In addition, there shall be three major awards (two for PhD students and one for MSc students) which are not research field-specific.  All senior students in the respective programs who are registered at any time within the current academic year in a Department within the Faculty of Medicine and students whose advisor is a member of the Faculty of Medicine and whose research project is part of a recognized program within the Faculty shall be eligible to apply.  Students in the Manitoba Institute of Cell Biology and Medical Physics shall not be excluded on the sole basis of Department of registration.

2.
There shall also be one major prize known as the E. L. Drewry Memorial Award.  This award will be presented to one of the winners of Section A.1. (above) who, as deemed by the Major Awards Committee, has completed the best research overall.  The recipient is normally expected to receive the award in person as well as to give a Faculty‑wide lecture on his/her research.  The travel cost incurred by the recipient to present the lecture, should he or she have already left the University, will be reimbursed to a predetermined maximum.

3.
All of the awards described under Sections A.1 and A.2 (above) may be made annually or may be withheld at the discretion of the Major Awards Committee.

5. All awards shall be based primarily on the excellence of research.  Documentation considered relevant by the Major Awards Committee includes the following:  a covering letter from the student summarizing his/her research accomplishments, a summary or copy of thesis (if available), reprints of publications (published or manuscripts "in press"), a curriculum vitae of the student and letters of support by the student's advisor and any other individual(s) knowledgeable of the student's research.  These letters shall clearly outline the merits of the student's research and also briefly describe other research-releated merits of the student.  The Major Awards Committee may also seek further information (eg. through personal interview).  Note:  A transcript should NOT be included.

6.
The submission of documents for consideration by the Awards Committee shall be made  by the student in consultation with the student's advisor.  The submission shall be accompanied by an indication of the category in which the student wishes to compete and, if relevant, a justification of the category chosen.  A complete submission will include two copies of all documentation, 1 copy of all Letters plus an additional seven copies of the C.V. 
7.
The Office of the Assistant Dean (Graduate Studies) shall be responsible for announcing annually the exact dates of eligibility and submission deadlines.  It shall also receive, on behalf of the Committee, all applications for consideration by the Awards Committee.

8.
Application by a student who has already received a major award shall be solely on the basis of new research conducted after the previous award.

9.
The Awards Committee shall consist of a non‑voting Chair (appointed by the Chair, Faculty Committee for Graduate Studies) and one member from each of the research areas represented by major awards.

10.
The Chair shall solicit nominations for membership on the Awards Committee from all departments offering Ph.D. degrees, one nomination per subject area.  From among the appointees, the chair shall select one individual for each subject area.  These individuals will serve as primary reviewers of the submissions in a given subject area.  The faculty advisor of a student being considered for a major award shall be excluded from membership on the Awards Committee.

The Awards Committee shall use the following rating system in evaluating

a candidate:

The primary reviewer shall recommend a whole number category of priority from 0 ‑ 4 (0 ‑ unacceptable,  1 ‑ acceptable,  2 ‑ good, 3 ‑ excellent,  4 ‑ outstanding).  In the event that the two primary reviewers cannot agree on a category, the committee shall vote, with a simple majority deciding the category of consideration.  Following additional discussion by the entire Committee, all members shall, by secret ballot,  rate the candidate,  using the whole number previously agreed upon and adding an appropriate number after the decimal point (i.e. 3.0, 3.1,....3.8, 3.9).  The chair of the Committee shall calculate the average rating for each candidate.  The candidate in each research area receiving the highest average score shall be declared the winner in that research area unless the Committee, by a majority vote, decides that the rating received by the best candidate in a given research area is too low to warrant the awarding of a prize.

To choose the winner of the Drewry Award, the Chair will announce the subject area winners.  The Awards Committee will once again discuss the candidates, and the members will finally rank them in order of priority from 1 to 6, with the top candidate receiving a rating of 6 and the last a rating of 1.  The candidate receiving the highest average will be declared the winner.
