Terms of Reference

S. W. Prowse Memorial Award


1.
There will be an award known as the S. W. Prowse Memorial Award which will recognize excellence in clinical research.  This award will be open to residents and fellows within the clinical departments of the Faculty of Medicine, University of Manitoba who hold the M.D. degree (or its equivalent) and who are doing clinical research. 

2.
This award will be made by an appropriately constituted Awards Committee.  The recipient is normally expected to receive the award in person as well as to give a Faculty‑wide lecture on his/her research.  The travel cost incurred by the recipient, should he or she have already left the University, shall be the responsibility of the Research Office. 

3.
The award described may be made annually or may be withheld at the discretion of an appropriately constituted Awards Committee.

All awards shall be based primarily on the excellence of research.  Documentation considered relevant by the Awards Committee includes the following:  a covering letter from the applicant summarizing his/her research accomplishments, a summary of research and a copy of manuscript (published, in press, or submitted), a curriculum vitae of the applicant, and letters of support by the advisor and two other individuals knowledgeable of the applicant's research (if available).  These letters shall clearly outline the merits of the research and also briefly provide other relevant information.  The Awards Committee may also seek further information (eg. through personal interview or external adjudication).   

NOTE:  A transcript should NOT be included.

6.        The submission of documents for consideration by the Awards Committee shall be          made by the applicant in consultation with the advisor.  A complete submission

will include 4 copies of the application and all documentation including the C.V.

and all letters.

7.
The Awards Committee will refer applications deemed not appropriate for the Prowse Award  to the Awards Committee for Major Research Awards for review in the same year's competition. 

8.
The Office of the Assistant Dean (Graduate Studies) shall be responsible for announcing annually the exact dates of eligibility and submission deadlines.  It shall also receive, on behalf of the Committee, all applications for consideration by the Awards Committee. 

9.
Applications shall be considered solely on the basis of new research conducted during the tenure of the residency or fellowship. 

10.       Eligibility for the award will extend to a period of time not exceeding one year

        following the completion of the training period.
