Criteria:

1) has completed all academic and fieldwork requirements for the occupational therapy program at The University of Manitoba;

2) has achieved a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0 on all courses completed in the program;
3) has participated in a Role-Emerging Fieldwork Placement and/or at least three of these activities:
· student council

· an occupational therapy research project

· a successful application to the CoRS Endowment Fund

· a national occupational therapy conference

· publication of an article (peer-reviewed or non peer-reviewed)

· a continuing education course / workshop outside of regular classes

· community organizations for one or more years

· participation in Manitoba Society of Occupational Therapists, College of Occupational Therapists of Manitoba and /or Canadian Association of Occupational Therapists student activities or committees

· involvement in planning and implementing Occupational Therapy Month events

· involvement in planning and implementing other Departmental or School events;
4) has demonstrated characteristics and behaviours of a leader (i.e., is creative, networks with others, has good communication skills, is a risk-taker, demonstrates initiative, is a self-manager, and actively seeks new opportunities and challenges).
Applicants must also submit a resume (12 pt. font, double-spaced) and compose a 500 word (maximum) statement that clarifies and demonstrates how the applicant meets the award criteria.
