In this 10-hour course, students will learn to connect practical reading strategies to the essential academic 
writing skills of paraphrasing and summarizing.  Students will extend these skills to the critical analysis of texts. 
Students will receive grammatical feedback on their work throughout the course.

• Apply reading strategies to better comprehend and respond to academic texts 

• Improve ability to interpret academic texts by using critical reading techniques 

• Develop effective paraphrasing and summarizing skills 

• Refine self-editing skills
