- If you are a Priest who has not yet finished your Theological education, you could come to St. Andrew’s College,
complete our program, improve your English and orientate yourself to the Church and community life in Canada
and thus present yourself as a candidate for possible acceptance into the Priesthood of the Church in Canada.

- |If you are a man who has always wanted to study Theology and someday be a candidate for ordination, your
day has come. Come and study now at St. Andrew’s College and prepare for possible ordination in due time.
St.Andrew’s College accepts students of all ages as long as the student has completed high school.

- If you are a woman who could not study Theology in Ukraine, you are welcome at St.Andrew’s College. Women
study Theology at St.Andrew’s College so as to prepare for work in the Church, spiritual help in the community,
parishes, schools and hospitals. Now is your opportunity to study.

- If you are a concerned Orthodox Christian who wants to further your education at a top Canadian University,
you could live at StAndrew’s College Residence, in a Ukrainian Orthodox environment and study at the
University of Manitoba.
